Updates on SPIL and Special Operations – 

Liz sent out revised SPIL with rewrites highlighted.  Revisions written by Eli, Bob, Dwight, Liz, and with input from Joe Xavier.  

What might appear to be a substantive change from the previously approved version is to more strongly state California’s position that it has 29 independent living centers.  Previous drafts used more ambiguous language.  Additionally eliminated was any formula for distributing funds- preferable because more flexible; because of HR 5610, Wisconsin language not used;  plan is to get the SPIL submitted this Friday, July 30. 

Probable that RSA will have corrections; section 6 describing DOR’s compliance review process still being written;

Resource plan – added in unspent ARRA 7B funds;

3 areas of discussion are: budgets approval should be under which committee? — currently under Governance, should be Executive Committee

All committees should be SPIL driven; Liz wants one work plan
